Recognized fleet wide discrepancies, areas of concern:

· IRACs are not being correctly annotated into manuals.

· DTPL training is not being done quarterly.

· Personnel performing maintenance with unstamped “manufacturers” publications. 

Helpful hint(s): It is imperative that the DTPL stay in close contact with the CTPL. The way we do business can change when it comes to publications.  For example; The method of accessing publications may change from paper manuals to automated, or the implementation of the (JKCS) Joint Knowledge Caching Server.  A part of staying on top of your program is training. The training should take place quarterly at a minimum. If training does not take place then the DTPL should contact the CTPL and find out when the next training is scheduled. If you receive a “manufacturer” publication be sure that it is taken to QA and the CTPL to verify applicability and to ensure the publication is NATEC approved and accounted for in the TPL database.

Program elements (what I look for): Accountability of publications in the work center is important. How can a DTPL ensure that personnel are working with up to date publications if they don't know what publications they have? In addition, I look to see if applicable IRACs have been incorporated into the publication, thus ensuring the most current and up to date publications.
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
