Program:  Line-Emergency Tire Deflator

Recognized fleet wide discrepancies, areas of concern:  High pressures in aircraft tires represent a specific hazard not always recognized. If an aircraft has a “bull’s eye” (lots of cord showing in a bald spot) the Emergency Tire Deflator is to be used to prevent personnel from injury or death due to the tire exploding if removed by regular procedures. When asked, very few Line personnel are aware of the Emergency Tire Deflator.  Also, Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) have not been developed.
Helpful hint(s): Review above references for better training. All line personnel need to know what the Emergency Tire Deflator is, its purpose and its location. Supervisors need to ensure that all personnel are trained in the use and location of the tire deflator.

Program elements (what I look for):  Have line personnel had adequate training on the location and use of the Emergency Tire Deflator? Does the command have an SOP for its use?
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
