_____Oil spill kit staged, inventoried and ready for

immediate use.  All personnel involved with the fuel 

transfer are familiar with the use of the Oil spill 

kit.

_____When refueling small boats, one PKP bottle shall be on 

the main deck and one CO2 bottle shall be in the boat.

_____JP-5/Fuel Oil/Lube Oil shall only be transferred during

daylight hours.
_____The DCA, Auxiliaries Officer, Engineering Duty Officer 

or equivalent shall monitor, as the Engineer Officer’s 

representative, all JP-5 handling evolutions to ensure 
compliance with all fire and safety precautions.

_____Pump rooms, day tanks, and hoses manned by trained 

personnel only.  Personnel involved with the movement

of fuel shall be assigned no other duties.

_____All leaks and spills must be reported immediately to 

the DCA, Auxiliaries Officer, Engineering Duty Officer

or equivalent.

_____The Engineer Officer/Engineering Duty Officer will 

ensure the fuel transfer system is properly aligned in 

accordance with the applicable valve lineup and that 

personnel are stationed prior to granting permission to 

commence the fueling evolution.
