Recognized fleet wide discrepancies, areas of concern: I find numerous discrepancies where commands are not tracking audiograms for personnel. Without exception we work in a high noise environment, and continued exposure to these noise levels will significantly reduce hearing. The possibility of someone falling through the crack and not making his or her annual exam can lead to hearing loss before it has been detected.

Helpful hint(s): Make sure that your Training Petty Officer or NCOIC has reviewed Refs a through d.

Program elements (what I look for): I check the Training Records to see if you are keeping track of hearing audiograms. In accordance with Refs (a) and (b) you are to keep track of personnel’s exams in the left side of the Training Record under Section 2. This does not mean that you need to have a copy of the audiogram itself!  
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
