Program: Logs and Records

Reference(s):  (a) OPNAVINST 4790.2H Vol I, Chap. 13

Recognized fleet wide discrepancies, areas of concern:

· Monthly Flight Summary Page and Equipment Operating Record page entries are not being calculated or corrected properly. 

· The NALCOMIS OMA database does not match the data found in the aircraft logbook.

· Inspection interval changes and extensions are not being documented in the Miscellaneous History section of the aircraft logbook.

Helpful hint(s): The Monthly Flight Summary Page and the Equipment Operating Record should be reviewed by more than one person to validate calculations and ensure corrections are properly lined out and initialed in black ink. To further keep calculation errors to a minimum I recommend that commands consider configuring the Monthly Flight Summary and Equipment Operating Record into a Microsoft Excel program that will calculate the data automatically and serve as a method by which to mitigate human error. In addition, this makes correcting past mistakes easier. It is vital that the information in the NALCOMIS database match the aircraft logbook. Most commands utilize the NALCOMIS database to help run their maintenance department. To ensure that they are working from the most current and up to date data, it is necessary to bounce the information from the logbooks against NALCOMIS.

Program elements (what I look for): Is there a program setup to track components using formulas to calculate data? NALCOMIS cannot calculate data using mathematical formulas but Microsoft Excel can. I also look to see if all of the carded items have the proper part and serial number in the aircraft logbook, local receiving form, and NALCOMIS database. Last but not least I look to see if any inspection extensions, or inspection changes have been implemented, and whether or not they have been documented in the miscellaneous history section of the logbook.  This will ensure the correct baseline and/or starting point for the inspection.
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
