8. (a)  Do all emergency vehicle operators, regardless of weight or size of vehicle possess an OF-346 U.S. Motor Vehicle Operator's I.D. Card with Emergency Vehicle Endorsement Parts I and II?

   (b)  Are all emergency vehicle operator's required to complete an OF-345 Physical Fitness Inquiry for Motor Vehicles?  
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9.  Have Standard Operating Procedures been established for all three services, (Police, Fire and Ambulance) pertaining to emergency response speed limits during response and non-emergency, pursuit on and off base and off road, passing, backing up, one way streets, escorts, 10 codes versus plain language and others as required?   




10.  Does department have copies of OPNAVINST 5100.12G, NAVY TRAFFIC SAFETY PROGRAM and MCO 5100.19E, MARINE CORPS TRAFFIC SAFETY PROGRAM (DRIVESAFE) on hand and available to emergency vehicle operators?
