This module will not
attempt to promote or discourage emergency reponse driving as ameans of law enforcement. This
module will provide the knowledge, skills, and behaviors unique to the emergency response Situation.

The driving skillsrequired during emergency response conditionswill, for themost part, involvetheuse
of those non-emergency driving habits and principles that were taught in Module 2. Combining the
kills developed for non-emergency driving with the principles presented in this module, the officer
improves vehicle control and reducesthe risk of injury or property loss.
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
