NEW INJTRAK 2000 USERS

These instructions are for new INJTRAK 2000 users.  (You should use these instructions if you are a new INJTRAK user or if you are an INJTRAK 97 user who is converting to INJTRAK 2000.)

WARNING:  DO NOT USE THESE INSTRUCTIONS IF YOU ARE CURRENTLY USING INJTRAK 2000.  IF YOU FOLLOW THESE INSTRUCTIONS AND ARE CURRENTLY USING INJTRAK 2000, ALL OF YOUR DATA WILL BE LOST!

1. Install the INJTRAK 2000 Database using the directions located on http//safetycenter.navy.mil/ashore/osh/injtrak/default.htm in the section titled ‘Installing the INJTRAK Database’.

2. Download the database with patches one and two installed.   Be sure to download the database to the directory where you installed INJTRAK 2000 in Step 1.  (If you did not, copy it to the directory where INJTRAK 2000 is installed.)

3. Using the Windows Explorer, go to the directory where you installed INJTRAK 2000 (and downloaded the version with patches one and two installed). 

a. Delete Inj2000.mdb.  (To delete Inj2000.mdb, right click on Inj2000.mdb, and select delete).  

b. Rename Inj2000_Rev 1.mdb to Inj2000.mdb.  (To rename Inj2000_Rev 1.mdb,  right click on Inj2000.Rev_1.mdb, select rename, and type Inj2000.mdb.  

4. Refer to the INJTRAK User’s Guide (injtrak.doc), which is located in the directory where you installed INJTRAK 2000, for instructions on starting and setting up the INJTRAK database.   Since the database has already been installed, go to page 5 to the section titled ‘Starting the INJTRAK Database’.   

IMPORTANT:  INJTRAK 97 users will need to follow the instructions provided in the INJTRAK User’s Guide to transfer their data into INJTRAK 2000.
