Recognized fleet wide discrepancies, areas of concern:

· Navy/Marine Corps fleet personnel unaware of publications found on website.

· Personnel are not aware of availability and use of Joint Knowledge Caching Server (JKCS) server that helps keep updated publications available.

· Personnel do not have publications stamped properly and annotated into the TPL database.
Helpful hint(s): The CTPL is the Command’s designated NATEC representative concerning  publications. The CTPL should always have an active account for the NATEC program where publications can be accessed. All NATEC publications, commercial, and manufacturer publications applicable to a command should be stamped and placed into the TPL database to ensure accountability and monitoring, whether they are on CD ROM or not. The CTPL must review and utilize the Interim Rapid Action Change (IRAC) and Technical Directive Summary weekly trackers to help manage the program. These weekly trackers if utilized properly will keep your publications and technical directives current and up to date.
Program elements (what I look for): I cannot stress enough the importance of having a current and up to date technical publications library. The first thing I look for concerning publications is how are they being ordered, maintained, and controlled throughout the command. With these processes in place and properly managed, publications should be “on-line”. 
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
