Wire and Connector Repair

Recognized fleet wide discrepancies, areas of concern:

· Use of unauthorized heat guns. Familiarize yourself with Ref (a), WP 012 00.

· Problems associated with using improper wire splices for specific types of wiring applications. Ensure shop personnel are fully aware of Ref (a), WP 012 01. 

· Use of unauthorized solder paste flux for electrical/electronic components.  This flux has surfaced throughout the fleet and is highly corrosive.  Review MSDS to ensure flux used in avionics repairs does not contain chloride or acids per Ref (a), WP 17 00.

Helpful hint(s): Work center supervisors need to ensure personnel are properly trained and continue training on the proper procedures for wire and connector repair.  Ensure all tools and equipment used to repair wiring and connectors are clean and in good working order.  It is also good idea to send personnel to the wire and connector repair course (C-602-3903).  Training and good leadership is key to SAFETY.  

Program elements (what I look for): Shops need to possess or have access to the NA 01-1A-505 and be familiar with its contents.  I also look to see if the shop/CTPL has all applicable IRAC’s pertaining to the manual as well and that tools are clean and in good working order.
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
